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Dear Parents and Carers,

We would like to let you know what we will be doing this term and how you can continue to support your children in their learning. 
Curriculum 
This term, English lessons will continue to focus on sentence-level work such as using a range of punctuation, conjunctions, and different sentence starters. We will be looking at a range of stories as well as creating adverts based on our DT pouches and leaflets based on our science topic of Plants.  In Maths, we are working on statistics, written addition and subtraction methods, telling the time, doubling and halving one/two-digit numbers. We will then be looking at multiplication and division. In RE, the children will continue to focus on Christianity and Islam. In PE the children will be developing dance and team building skills. They will also cover Dreams and Goals in PSHE. In DT this term we will be looking at creating a mechanism – making a moving book and textiles – learning how to sew to create a fabric pouch. In Music, we are looking at animal movement linked to pitch. We will then move onto ‘Storytime’ – exploring sounds. This unit introduces children to famous pieces to stimulate composition. After half term we will look at beat and continue exploring sounds. 
Reading
Thank you for continuing to support your child with their reading. We ask that they read and have their reading records signed, a minimum of three times per week at home to continue developing their fluency and sight recognition. We will practise reading skills during our guided reading sessions. Please help your child to remember to put their book and reading record in the changing box if they are ready for a new book. Please ensure your child brings their reading book and reading record into school every day. 
Home Learning

We will continue to set Home Learning every week (usually Friday). Please help your child to complete their Home Learning by the following Thursday. The tasks are set according to what we have been working on in class. Completed work should be uploaded to Seesaw unless stated otherwise. 
Numbots/TTRS

In Autumn term children will have received a log in for Numbots/Times Tables Rock Stars. The log in gives children access to both parts of the website. To support children with their basic number knowledge, arithmetic skills and speed at which they can recall this, we would like children to be using Numbots each week for 10 – 15 mins. Children do have access to the times tables side of the website which we will encourage them to use once we have covered teaching the times tables in class. 

Clothing
Several children have not yet brought their PE kits back to school; please ensure your child has their correct kit for PE, including jogging bottoms or leggings (in a dark colour) for outdoor sessions. In addition, we ask that all school clothing is correctly labelled and that a water bottle is in school every day.
